RULES & REGULATIONS FOR MASTER OF PHYSIOTHERAPY (MPT) COURSE STUDENTS 

Eligibility: 
1) Candidates should be of Indian Nationality; preference would be given to M.P State Domicile.  
2) Applicant seeking admission must have passed a full time regular Bachelor of Physiotherapy/ B.Sc. 

in Physiotherapy course from a recognized University by U.G.C along with completion of all requirements 
of the degree course including completion of Internship before counseling of the current academic session  
2025-26.  
3) Applicant must be registered with MP Paramedical Council, Bhopal. Applicant who has applied for 

registration with MP Paramedical Council and have not yet received the Registration certificate, must 
submit a copy of acknowledgement receipt. However, if admitted applicant have to submit Original PMC 
Registration certificate within 3 months of joining the course (otherwise admission will be liable to be 
cancelled)  
4) Rules and Regulations of M.P State Govt. will be followed in admission process.   
General Rules: 
1) The course will be governed & regulated by rules of M.P. State Govt, M.P. Paramedical Council , MP 

Medical Science University and MGM Medical College Autonomous Society,Indore  .  
2) Applicant at the time of admission in the course will have to deposit full fees for the first year on the 

day of councelling as published in MPT admission brochure: 2025-26.  
3) Seat Leaving Bond :- Applicant getting admission to MPT course should furnish Seat Leaving Bond 

to the Institute of Rs. 1.70 Lakhs (Rupees one Lakh Seventy Thousand Only) at the time of admission, 
stating that candidate have to pay the Bond amount, if they leave the course in between or prior to 
completion ,due to any reasons.  
4) After getting admission in the course, if student wishes to leave the course before its completion 

due to any reasons the submitted fees till date will be forfeited and no amount will be refunded back, as 
the institute is self- financing.  
5) The Institute reserves the right to reject/cancel the application/admission of candidate at any 

stage, if his/her application is found to be incomplete or incorrect and false information is furnished by 
the applicant.  
6) The applicant should bring all original certificates along with original Transfer certificate and

2. The examination will of  BPT course standard in English medium , consisting  of 100 Multiple 

Choice Questions Objective type  (MCQ) of 90 Min. duration . 
3. One mark will be awarded for each correct answer. No mark will be awarded for multiple marking 

or un-answered / incorrect response .  
4. The candidate should bring the Admit card in the Examination Hall issued by the institute along 

with valid original photo ID- (Aadhar Card/Voter ID/PAN Card/Passport/Driving License etc.) and 
preserve it till the time of admission  
5. Canvassing in any form /use of unfair means will lead to disqualification from the admission 

process.  
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» MODE OF SELECTION: –  
1. A merit list of all applicants appeared in MPT Entrance Examination will be declared, shall consist of all 
successful candidates who have secured not less than 50% marks in MPT Entrance Examination for UR, EWS 
and otherstate applicants and not less than 40% marks for MP state domicile reserved category 
(ST/SC/OBC) applicants.  
2.  There will be no waiting list.  
3. If applicans get equal marks in Entrance Examination, then preference will be given to MP state domicile 
applicants), the applicant older in age will be placed higher in “inter-se-merit” of such applicants, further 
preference will be given to Domicile district applicants. The admission will be provided to applicant other 
than MP state domicile on the basis of his/ her merit rank, but the category reservation benefits will be 
applicable to MP state domicile applicants only. The reservation rules of MP state Govt. will be followed in 
admission. 

» ALLOTMENT OF SEATS /ADMISSION THROUGH COUNSELLING  
1. The allotment of seats shall be made to applicants through personal appearance as per MP Govt. 
Reservation Rules and applicants will be called in the order of merit of MPT Entrance Examination as per

2. After declaration of the MPT Entrance Examination Result on the notice board of the institute and website 
www.mahsimgm.in , successful applicants have to personally appear in counseling in the order of their 
merit.

6. In case eligible applicants in any reserved category are not available, the vacant seats shall be filled up by 
making them available to the applicants of other categories as given below.

To this end, it is mandatory to submit a 
certificate attesting that the applicant is capable of communicating, hearing, writing, and—in 
cases of hand-related disabilities—grasping instruments; furthermore, the certificate must verify 
that the applicant is capable of comprehending medical terminology, maintaining social 
interactions, and performing tasks with the aid of low-vision devices. It is mandatory that this 
certificate be duly certified by a board designated by the government. 

E. For admission under the Persons with Disabilities (PwD) category, only applicants with a 
disability level between 50% and 70% shall be eligible. 

F. In the absence of applicants with a disability level between 50% and 70% (PwD-1), applicants 
with a disability level between 40% and 50% (PwD-2) shall be eligible.
